Materials needed (print/non-print/technology):
Computer Lab and Projector
NoodleBib database (contained within NoodleTools)
PowerPoint (with examples from which to model)
Engagement (interest hook): 

· Ask students where they have been getting their information for the websites they have been creating for the Civil Rights Unit.  What sources have they been using?  Websites?  Online articles?  Photographs?
· Show students this short, amusing video which explains the concept of bibliographies:

Direct instruction:
· Review the main points from the video:
· What is a bibliography?
· What is it used for/why is it necessary?
· What are sources? 
· Why is it important that we give credit to the sources we use? 
· Show first slide from PowerPoint, which emphasizes the importance citing sources for any type of research project (including the websites they are currently developing).

· Explain to the students that the detailed, complex format of entries in a bibliography that were shown in the video can be achieved in a fairly simple way through the use of a database called NoodleTools, which is available on our RPCS Library Home Page.

· On overhead screen, go to the Library Home Page and show students how to access NoodleTools.  Open up NoodleTools and give a brief overview of its features.

· Open NoodleBib and show students how each one of them has a file already set up to use specifically for the Civil Rights Project.
Modeling and guided practice: 

· Open Civil Rights – Edwards (example page) on NoodleBib and show what completed entries look like.

· Using the PowerPoint as a base, show students how to enter 3 different types of sources:

· Online Newspaper Article

· Photograph

· Website 
Explain how the NoodleBib program prompts them along the way with questions, and try to answer the questions to the best of their ability.  Be sure to explain that not every blank needs to filled in—for each of these sources, there are a few essential pieces of information.
Independent practice:
· Have the students open NoodleTools using the ID and password for the 5th grade and then open NoodleBib.  Tell them to find their individual project and open it up.

· Explain to students that what they will be setting up here is a “working” bibliography, where they will keep track of their sources as they find them.  They may not end up using all of the bibliographic entries on their completed website, but they will have a list that is all ready for them, and they can add to or delete as needed.  Explain that this is a much more efficient method than trying to go back and find all of the resources they have used as they finish up the project.

· Have the students find one of the resources they are currently using for their websites—eitheran article, a picture or a website--and open it up.  Ask them to identify the type of resource it is.  Then suggest to them that the first thing they should do is copy the URL so that they may easily paste it into the bibliographic entry.

· Have the students go back to their project on NoodleBib and begin to create the citation by selecting the citation type from the drop-down menu.

· At this point, students can begin working individually on their bibliographic entries.  Walk around the room, helping students with the specifics of their particular sources.
· A few minutes before the end of the period, ask students to stop what they are doing.  Tell them that one great thing about NoodleBib is that as long as they press “Generate Citation,” their entries will be saved.  They can go back later and edit them as needed.

Sharing and reflecting:
· If there is time ask students as a large group to discuss how it went as they worked and what questions they have about the program. 
Assessment: 
· To review, ask students the essential question, “Why write a bibliography?”  Use the last slide of the PowerPoint to cover the main points that they will, hopefully, come up with when the question is asked.
· Have the students fill out the below exit slip before they leave the lab.
