Unit:  4th Grade Social Studies– The United States 

The focus of this unit is the location and geography of the states, their capitals and their individual characteristics (nickname, state flower, state bird, etc.)  After a general study of the states, students are each assigned an individual state to research and present to the class. There is a lot that can be done to tie in to the multiple intelligences and to involve the LMS.

	Students find and read information about states from various print and electronic sources.  Students also read E fiction (such as The Scrambled States of America by Laurie Keller) and write stories based on some of the facts learned about their states.  Students write and perform skits or scenes related to their stories.

	Logical/Mathematical
	Students research statistics related to their states (such as population), find out how these figures have changed over time and make comparisons to other states.

	Visual/Spatial
	Students create physical maps of individual states that can be used like puzzle pieces for a large United States map display.

	Bodily/Kinesthetic
	Students create posters, travel brochures, TV commercials or print ads promoting their states

	Musical/Rhythmic
	Students learn the state capital song (Animaniacs version): http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sNUDDaEOvuY
 Students find, listen to and learn a portion of their individual state songs.

	Intrapersonal
	Students learn about the historical aspects of their state and famous individuals who were born there.  They create journal entries providing knowledge of feelings, emotions and thinking processes of people who are related to their states.

	Interpersonal
	Students work in groups to research regional areas of the US (New England, Southeastern, etc.)

	Naturalist
	Students study the plants and trees for their individual states, compare them to other states and then classify and categorize them.

	Existential
	Students write letters to their state’s senators concerning a particular issue related to that state.
